First, all of the  hallway 

lights need to be replaced with the 

help of someone who can do the 

electrical work once we can pur-

chase the fixtures.  Secondly, and 

more auspicious is the need to up-

grade the two bathrooms on the 

west wing with new flooring, counters, and sinks.  These 

specialized projects will take 

much prayer to meet the financial 

needs and professional help that 

is necessary.
